Mr. Kim has performed throughout the United States, Europe, Africa, Middle East and Asia in more than 70 performances a year. Kyung-Sun Lee has received high critical acclaim and is in great demand as a soloist. She has won many awards including the Tchaikovsky Competition in 1994, a bronze medal in the Queen Elizabeth Competition in 1993, and a third prize in the Montreal International Competition. Lee is a former member of the acclaimed KumHo/Asiana String Quartet of Korea and currently works as professor of violin at the Oberlin Conservatory. Roger Braun is a very active musician, solo marimbist, recording artist, and teacher. He has taught university courses in jazz performance and history, music technology, music theory, and American popular music.  Braun’s performance experience demonstrates great diversity and spans the idioms of contemporary, classical, jazz, popular, and world music. Braun has worked with many notable conductors, orchestras and artists. He has also performed as percussionist for Broadway touring productions including beauty and the Beast, Titanic, and Ragtime. He is a founding member of Biakuye, a solo marimbist/percussionist in Los Viejos Blanquitos, and a Member of the New World Percussion Duo. Kim, Lee, and Braun are just part of the amazing international artists and two Utah musicians that will be participating in this year’s festival.
