Their concert will be more like a party than a performance.”  

The New Orleans Jazz Orchestra, Inc., is a 501 (c) (3) non-profit organization, incorporated in December 2002 by founder and artistic director, Irvin Mayfield, the Grammy nominated, Billboard Award winning trumpeter and composer and the officially appointed Cultural Ambassador for the City of New Orleans. The New Orleans Jazz Orchestra (NOJO) is a spirited, swinging, 16-piece band steeped in the tradition of New Orleans jazz, blues, swing and spirituals. NOJO is more than just a jazz ensemble, it is a jazz education and presentation organization that harnesses the "universal language" of music and brings together the forces of New Orleans ' unique international reputation and some of the young and up-and-coming musicians.

NOJO has created a permanent national performing arts and education organization to celebrate America's native musical form in the city of its birth. As a touring ensemble, NOJO is regularly presented at the country's most prestigious venues, with performances at Jazz at Lincoln Center, Chicago's Ravinia Festival, New Jersey Performing Arts Center, Seattle's Benaroya Hall, Philadelphia's Kimmel Center, UCLA's Royce Hall, SFJAZZ at The Palace, and Miami and Orange County's new Performing Arts Centers.
In the wake of Hurricane Katrina, NOJO has become a cultural beacon for a troubled city steeped in rich cultural traditions. Over 4,000 artists left because of damage and have yet to return and 75 percent of the city's cultural venues are still closed with some never to reopen again. NOJO’s mission is to preserve the city's most precious resource – jazz – as the city still tries to overcome the devastation of Hurricane Katrina on the region's creative economy. Critical to the rebuilding efforts of New Orleans is the city's ability to support, sponsor, and deliver jazz programming in a state that recognizes the cultural economy as its second largest employer. 
Irvin Mayfield, born in New Orleans, Louisiana in 1977, embodies and represents the great New Orleans jazz legacy and is the latest in an illustrious line of New Orleans trumpeters having quickly established himself as one of the most decorated jazz musicians of his generation. His music, which draws from all aspects of New Orleans life and culture, re-imagines unique New Orleans styles and blends them into an authentic 21st century New Orleans sound. In September 2003, the United States Senate unanimously appointed Mayfield to the post of Cultural Ambassador for the City of New Orleans. 

During the 2007-2008 season, NOJO offers audiences a program titled "Do You Know What It Means?" a vibrant collection of Mr. Mayfield's big band arrangements of traditional New Orleans jazz, blues, swing and spirituals. This special program will evoke the wondrous blues sound, the incredible food, the magnificent architecture, the creative literary spirit and the celebratory joie de vivre of New Orleans. In concert halls throughout the country, audiences will learn what it means to miss, and to celebrate, New Orleans.
