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LOGAN, UT -  Barrage, an ensemble of violinists and dancers that have been described as “fiddlers on rocket fuel” come to the Ellen Eccles Theatre on February 19 & 20 at 7:30 pm. Barrage, "the hottest fiddle group in the world!" (Disney World), combines contemporary world music influences and rhythms with jazz, swing, Celtic roots, rock, klezmer, country, calypso and every musical style in between to create an eclectic and electrifying assault on the senses that puts you in mind of a high-stepping whirlwind. 

"It’s a Barrage," said Wally Bloss, executive director of the Cache Valley Center for the Arts. "Join these hip artists in a night of high energy, eclectic music, and spectacle.”

Barrage began in 1996 as the brainchild of five musicians from Calgary, Canada: John Crozman, Dean Marshall, Anthony Moore, Jana Wyber and Larry Saloff. Hoping to combine their music with showmanship and desiring to showcase the violin in various cultures, the collective eventually expanded as they put together shows in different parts of the world.  

Since their formation, Barrage has transformed into a multi-talented international performing group featuring a cast of six violinists/vocalists, a drummer, a bass player and a guitarist. The dynamic ensemble carries out its goal of creating “a unique violin concept" through an eclectic mix of music, song and dance that the Chicago Tribune called “all light and heat, warmth and pure joy…Ideal for the whole family, Barrage is about as blithe, blissful and beguiling as entertainment gets.”

Performing on stages and television networks worldwide include feature performances airing on PBS television network in the United States, the CBC in Canada and on the BBC in the United Kingdom. Their second decade was launched in 2007 with a new show, “High Strung,” that is touring the United States, Europe, Asia, Australia, New Zealand, Central American and Canada. Performing on a variety of violins and fiddles spiced with vocals, percussion, electric guitar and other instrumentation, Barrage delivers a show with a fusion of world music influences, layered vocal arrangements and pulsating modern beats and rhythms. 
The cast of Barrage shares the passion for music and spectacle - "so much energy and action, it almost makes you dizzy. There's nothing else like it". (The Calgary Sun) Players are chosen during intensive audition calls that occur year round and around the world. New players must train for several months before they are able to step onto the stage as full members of the touring cast.
On the road over thirty weeks a year, Barrage has performed in over 17 countries including Europe, China, the Far East, New Zealand, the United Kingdom and North America – where they have played for presidents, prime ministers and princes. 

So get ready for a foot-stomping, hand-clapping, high-octane fiddle-fest that will take your breath away. Quite simply, Barrage is a blast!
