They’re vertical, they’re horizontal, and their performance transcends the boundaries of all gravitational forces and quite possibly your aerial fears. Now, California’s most awe-inspiring dance company, PROJECT BANDALOOP, makes their very first stop ever in Logan, Utah. Together, Cache Valley Center for the Arts and the Associated Students of Utah State University will feature Project Bandaloop’s artistic vision to spectators & patrons alike at both the Ellen Eccles Theatre and the exterior of the Merrill Cazier Library during their time in Logan.  Project Bandaloop has taken their vertical expertise to many sites across the world and recently completed installations on the Seattle Space Needle, the Ed Sullivan Building in New York, and the IBM Building in Sao Paolo, Brazil.

Project Bandaloop honors nature, community, and the human spirit through dance. The company, under the direction of Amelia Rudolph, creates a blend of dance, sport, ritual, and environmental awareness. Inspired by the possibilities of climbing and rappelling, the choreography draws on aerial, vertical and horizontal movement to craft dances, creating site-specific that will be created just for use in Logan. The work explores the relationship between movement and gravity and stimulates viewers’ awareness of their natural and built environments. Project Bandaloop hopes to enrich the quality of life of their audiences and students with their performances, outreach and ability to bring dance to new audiences. 
LOFT displays the distinctive characteristics of the company, a marriage of dance and climbing technology, unexpected relationships to gravity, dynamic choreography and relational narratives expressed abstractly through highly physical dance. Their trademark style is literally performing on structures. During this residency, the group’s outdoor performance will take place on the north façade of the Merrill Cazier Library on the Utah State University Campus at both 9:30 a.m. and 8:30 p.m. on Wednesday, September 12. 
Project Bandaloop’s touring group consists of 7 dancers, Rudolph and several others who provide technical support. The company members include; Amelia Rudolph (Artistic Director), Heather Baer, Melecio Estrella, Damara Vita Ganley, Rachael Lincoln, Anje Marshall, Mo Miner, and Mark Stuver. Rudolph holds a bachelor’s and a master’s degree in comparative religion from Swarthmore College and from the Graduate Theological Union in Berkeley, California. 
Rudolph, the companies Artistic Director, blends dance and sport through site-specific work on cliffs, buildings and in theaters all over the world. While performing all over the world, the company has wowed the imagination of close to half a million people since their formation in 1991.
