 PERFORMS A CENTURY OF DANCE 

LOGAN, UT- Repertory Dance Theatre, one of the top touring Utah modern dance companies, returns to Cache Valley with another classic touring dance concert. Repertory Dance Theatre (RDT) will perform Time Capsule: A Century of Dance at the Ellen Eccles Theatre on October 11th and 12th.

Time Capsule includes works from their repertory that honor the many philosophies and choreographers who have influenced dancers and audiences throughout the world. Time Capsule is a guided tour through a 100 year legacy of dance. It incorporates RDT’s prestigious repertory into an informative multi-media retrospective, paying homage to the ingenuity, creativity and inventive spirit of legendary 20th century choreographers. The works of nearly twenty choreographers come together to create an evening showcasing RDT’s legacy. Time Capsule is a history which not only lives, but breathes, sweats and leaps.

“This show is a must-see for all dance lovers,” said Wally Bloss, executive director of the Cache Valley Center for the Arts. “RDT’s long commitment to dance preservation has given them worldwide recognition.”  

Formed in 1966, RDT is known as both a museum and a contemporary gallery. The company maintains one of the largest collections of modern dance classics in the world. The company of outstanding performers, teachers, and choreographers has created new pathways for audiences to experience and value the art of dance. Based at the Rose Wagner Performing Arts Center in Salt Lake City, Utah, RDT contributes to the cultural, social, and economic vitality of the community and the state. 

During their 40 year history, RDT has acquired over 330 pieces of choreography. For this performance, RDT has selected 23 pieces to help tell this complex story. The dances you will see were created by some of the most important individuals whose concepts have blended together to form a movement feast, a blending of esoteric, the energetic, the non-conventional, the sensuous, the mystical and the magical.

Highlights from the program include excerpts from Isadora Duncan’s Valse Brilliante, Doris Humphrey’s Soaring, Daniel Nagrin’s Strange Hero, José Limόn’s There is a Time, Anna Sokolow’s Lyric Suite, Shapiro & Smith’s Dance for Two Army Blankets, and Laura Dean’s Sky Light.

The mission of RDT has always been to increase the awareness of the art of modern dance, preservation, appreciation, as well as perpetuate the creation of new dance. As a company they continue to build partnerships and design programs that serve a variety of audiences. Under the direction of founding member and Artistic Director, Linda C.
