LOGAN, UT —Canada’s premiere ballet company, the ROYAL WINNIPEG BALLET will perform Mauricio Wainrot’s “CARMINA BURANA” & George Balanchine’s “CONCERTO BAROCCO” at the Ellen Eccles Theatre on November 3rd & 5th at 7:30 p.m.

  

“This is the largest international dance company to perform on the Ellen Eccles Theatre stage,” said Wally Bloss, executive director for the Cache Valley Center for the Arts. “The Royal Winnipeg Ballet takes Carl Orff’s music to a new visual & beautiful level.” 
Founded in 1939, the Royal Winnipeg Ballet holds the triple distinction of having a royal title (bestowed by Queen Elizabeth II), enjoying its status as Canada’s premier ballet company, and being the longest continuously operating ballet company in North America. The company, currently under the artistic director of André Lewis, is nonetheless critically and popularly acclaimed for its adventurous programming, and its artistically versatile, technically astute and youthful dancers.
This program includes Argentinean choreographer Mauricio Wainrot’s much-loved version of Carmina Burana set to Carl Orff’s 20th century masterpiece, featuring an epic cast of dancers in a blend of sensual and powerful choreography.  Wainrot’s singularly bold and fluid choreography embraces such themes with a lush lyricism. His Carmina Burana is widely noted as a cornucopia of movement richly set in Carlos Gallardo’s industrial tableaux of metal framing and translucent panels.

Between 1935 and 1937, German composer Carl Orff set 24 poems from a collection of manuscripts found in a Bavarian monastery to music, also called Carmina Burana. The songs of Carmina Burana are alternately despairing and contemplative, uplifting and passionate as they express universal themes of the human condition. This recognizable score has been used in countless commercials including Gatorade and many film scores including 300, Excalibur, Natural Born Killers, and The General’s Daughter. Just the chorus “O Fortuna,” is one of the most-sampled pieces of music in history. From the fickleness of fortune and wealth, the brief nature of life to the joy of spring’s return, this masterpiece covers a range of topics familiar in the 21st century.
The commanding movements of this five-part contemporary work highlight the dancers’ physical strength, as the synchronicity of the large group of artists on stage gives the perception of a cast of thousands. The Royal Winnipeg Ballet will complement Carmina Burana with Concerto Barocco. George Balanchine's precise, inventive choreography for ten women and one man is a vivid interpretation of Bach's ‘Concerto for Two Violins in D Minor'. The piece exemplifies the American classical style in its extraordinary poetry, pristine beauty and musicality. 
Wainrot’s non-narrative ballet shifts from soft and lyrical to bombastic, creating a wide range of human emotions that is bound to take you on mystical journey.  George Balanchine’s landmark piece, Concerto Barocco, offers a visually stimulating and ingenious display of seamless choreography, intertwining movement with the complexities and pureness of J.S. Bach’s music, leaving audiences to “see the music, and hear the dancing.” The piece exemplifies the American classical style in its extraordinary poetry, pristine beauty and musicality.
