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      Arlo Guthrie starts out this July on his Lost World Tour, which features his Son Abe, The Burns Sisters, Terry A La Berry, and Bobby Sweet.

(Washington, Mass.) Over the last four decades Arlo has toured throughout North America, Europe, Asia and Australia winning a broad and dedicated following. In addition to being an accomplished musician—playing the piano, six and twelve-string guitar, harmonica and a dozen other instruments—Arlo is a natural-born storyteller whose hilarious tales and timeless anecdotes are woven seamlessly into his performances. 

            If you’ve been to an Arlo Guthrie concert in the past 20 years it’s likely you’ve seen Abe’s great smile, heard his adept and tasteful keyboard accompaniment along with his powerful supporting vocals. In a recent interview Arlo was quoted: “Abe is a great musician and covers the bass for me, and what ever else I need.” Abe started performing professionally with his father in the early 80’s.

           The three Burns sisters — Annie, Marie, and Jeannie, have been singing together all their lives. At times others of their siblings joined in. Their mother, Teresa, who sang in the church choir, taught them and so it began. Wild Bouquet is the eighth Burns Sisters Band album. It’s an album of love, grace and understanding. It’s also an album with songs that fit our times. They met Arlo Guthrie in 2004 at the Woody Guthrie Folk Festival in Woody’s hometown of Okemah, Oklahoma. This meeting sent them on a train ride with “Arlo Guthrie and Friends Ridin’ on the City of New Orleans - Benefiting Victims of Katrina” appropriately.

            Terry “A La Berry” Hall has been performing professionally since age 13. He toured the world for 14 years as drummer for Arlo Guthrie. He appears on 10 of Arlo’s CDs and played at Carnegie Hall, Lincoln Center, The White House, The Today Show and shared the stage with Bonnie Raitt, Carly Simon, Joe Cocker, John Denver, Willie Nelson and Pete Seeger to name a few. Terry A La Berry has been entertaining kids around the country for the past 18 years as part of David Grover and the Big Bear Band.  When not busy with David Grover he tours and performs his own music and his new CD “Never Be As Big As Hannah Montana”, has been recently released.        

            As a Berkshire native and sixth-generation musician, Bobby Sweet began performing at age 7 in his father’s band.  A sought-after lead guitarist, he has played shows with Vince Gill, George Jones, Asleep at the Wheel, Willie Nelson, The Bellamy Brothers, Waylon Jennings, and many others. He has written songs that have aired on many hit television series such as Touched By An Angel, Walker Texas Ranger, Judging Amy, and Soul Food, among others. The singer-songwriter and multi-instrumentalist has recently released his fifth solo album “Days Roll By” to critical acclaim. 

              Arlo starts out The Lost World Tour traveling across The United States and Canada in October 2008.  Arlo Guthrie’s first release of new songs in 12 years  “Lost World” will hit the streets simultaneously. The new material continues from where he left off with “Mystic Journey” (RSR 1996), as the music and lyrics will sound familiar to anyone who has followed Guthrie’s recording career. It’s the maturity of spirit that may surprise even the most ardent fans.   

        “ The old spirits keep calling, but remain unheard whispers, their voices drowned out by the roaring of immediate news. Their visions are clouded like unseen shadows, and mystical creatures hide from the eyes of a modern age. The world descends into chaos and calamity. These are the events that herald the coming of a new world.  In such a time mystics and saints arise to restore righteousness. The hopes and prayers of the oppressed are answered. Like voices in the wilderness prophet singers proclaim the coming of justice and mercy. And things long hidden are seen again. They sing of a world lost and found anew. The coming world is not some distant dream. It is a world in which we welcome the stranger without fear, where compassion is a sign of strength, and the kindness is common. I sing of a world yet to be, and here all along.
